The Meredosia-Chambersburg School Administrators, Faculty, Music Boosters and 

citizens wish to extend to you a hearty welcome to our community as we host the IGSMA 

2010 Contest on Saturday, February 20.  Thank you for your decision to participate.  We 

are working hard to make this experience enjoyable and welcome any questions you may 

have before and during the contest. Please call our main office at 217-584-1291 and ask 

for me, Chardy Bangert, and I will respond as soon as possible.   

 

This event will be held in the high school building located on the north side of Illinois 

Highway 104 toward the east side of town.  Since we want to reserve as much parking 

space as possible for parents and spectators, you are requested to park buses either behind 

our building to the north or in the American Legion parking lot immediately to the east.  

Contestants may disembark in front of the main doors for easy access prior to the bus 

being parked for the day.  Our parking lot is not large and some may be forced to park on 

the side streets. Please extend courtesy to our residents by not blocking their drives. Do 

not park at the Clark Station lot next to our school. You should easily be able to find a 

spot within a short walking distance of our school.  

 

Your homeroom will be the high school gym immediately across from our main entrance. 

Headquarters for our contest will be the library to the right as you enter the main doors 

and down the stairs at the end of the hall. If you have questions after your arrival please 

come to this room. Also, bring your cancellation of appearances to our headquarters.  

Both the new and old gyms will be available for practice.  A map of our facility is 

enclosed to help you find your way around. 

 

Meredosia will provide the following percussion equipment for your convenience: 

bass drum, xylophone, and timpani (26ò and 29ò).  Please respect our equipment. 

 

The contest order of the day will follow past practices.  I do not believe it is necessary to 

go into detail.  We will assume that you have addressed the following points. 

 Review the constitution, by-laws, and contest rules before you attend; 

 Acquaint your students with the protocol for performing before a judge; 

 Follow the schedule, be on time, and be patient when there are delays; 

 Be courteous to the room monitors and follow their directions; 

 Respect your judge and their decision; 

 Please respect our school property; 

 No recording, either audio or visual, will be allowed in the performance rooms; 

 Acquaint parents and spectators with contest rules when possible. 

 

The performance rooms are listed on the enclosed map.  Room monitors will 

accommodate as many spectators as possible.  However, some may be excluded due to 

time or room capacity.  Come early to the performance you wish to see and please abide 



by the decision of the monitor.  The results will be posted on the windows at the entrance 

to the cafeteria. 

 

Lunch and snacks will be provided for sale by the Meredosia-Chambersburg Music 

Boosters in the school cafeteria.  Walking tacos will be the main entree with assorted 

snacks and drinks.  Pizza Express will be on site to prepare fresh pizza for sale by the 

slice.  A complimentary breakfast and lunch for the school music directors and judges 

will be provided in the high school home economics room.  Bus drivers will not be 

extended this courtesy.  They are welcome to purchase food in the cafeteria.  Meredosia 

does not have any fast food chains.  However, there are several excellent restaurants that 

parents and spectators are sure to enjoy. There is a Clark Station and Fast Stop adjacent 

to the school that serves the usual line of sodas and snacks. Since Illinois Highway 104 is 

very busy we certainly suggest that contestants remain on site. 

 

Again, let me welcome you to my hometown of Meredosia.  Meredosia-Chambersburg is 

proud to be the host of this important music education contest.  We are certainly working 

hard to make this day enjoyable.  We request your support, patience, and cooperation.
